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ABSTRACT

Rapid technological progress and social changes in general nowadays, create a
dynamic and temporary balance in every aspect of technology, with technological
substitution being expected and often, the desired. The manner, causes and
mechanisms of a transition are therefore integral for the study, evaluation and
ultimately improvement of the production process and the standard of living. In
addition to the existing transition typologies, an alternative approach to socio-
technical systems and their transitions is introduced, the multi-level approach (MLP).
The transitions are presented and analyzed in a broad context, that of the socio-
technical system. The concepts on which the thesis is based, are the niche of the new
technologies, the sociotechnical regimes and the landscapes, as alternatives to the
traditional micro and macro levels. Finally, some indicative case studies are presented,
in different contexts each time, in order to demonstrate the applications and the
usefulness of the approach.
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
